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Your Elective Report

Wellbeing of Women is dedicated to improving the lives of women and their families by raising funds for better research into gynaecological and reproductive health and supporting the professionals who diagnose and treat these women.  

We are enthusiastic about funding student elective bursaries which we firmly believe offer a unique and rewarding experience – and the exciting and informative reports that students send us bear out this belief.  Your report is very important to us. By placing it on our website, sending it to potential sponsors and displaying it at our events it will promote awareness of the important work we do and encourage more people to support us.

Depending on the nature of your elective, your report may take the form of a narrative account of your experiences or a more scientific report on your research findings.   If the latter, then we would expect a more formal layout with an abstract, introduction, methods, results, discussion, acknowledgment and references section.  In either case we would encourage you to include photographs (taking into account data protections issues) and illustrations and endeavour to make your report as attractive and interesting as possible.  We would expect you to reflect on how your attitude to medical practice with regards to women’s health has changed and how your knowledge and skills have developed.  What contribution has your work during your elective made to the health of women?

Please don’t forget to include basic information such as the exact location of your elective, the dates, supervising doctor etc. and to acknowledge Wellbeing of Women as your sponsor by including wording such as ‘This elective/work was supported by Wellbeing of Women’. 

The report should not be more than 3,000 words long and we expect to receive it within three months of your return.  We will remind you of this by email about one month after your elective.  Once we receive your report, it will be reviewed by a member of our the Wellbeing of Women Research Advisory Committee and their comments will be sent to you.  

We will also ask your permission to place a link to your report on our website.  If you agree then we must ensure that any references to patients are anonymised (taking particular care with patients with rare conditions). Photographs should be anonymous with no features which would help to identify the subjects to the casual browser.  We would ask that you ensure that you have complied with your hospital or medical school guidelines regarding the taking and storage of images of people, and particularly children.

Occasionally we may ask if we can reformat your report into a poster for display at events or conferences.  We will obviously send you a copy for your approval before it is displayed.

If any presentations or publications arise from your elective, please do let us know and send us copies. Please also acknowledge Wellbeing of Women as your sponsor.
